Projenin merkezinde yer alan ana mekanda, Grigio
Carnico adl italyan mermeri basrolde. Duvar
ylUzeyinden ayristirilarak yerlestirilen bu kesintisiz
mermer dizlem, arkasindaki 6zgiin ylizey dokularini
gormeyi mimkun kiliyor. Bu sayede iki boyutlu bir
dizleme hacim kazandiriliyor ve Grigio Carnico’nun
kendine has estetik dzellikleri vurgulaniyor. Bir ddonem
finans kurumlarinin ic mekanlarinda sikca tercih edilen
bu mermer, artik kapatilmis olan ocadi nedeniyle
gUnimizde oldukga nadir bulunuyor. Proje, bu
nadirlide saygi durusunda bulunurken ayni zamanda
ona ¢agdas bir yorum kazandiriyor.

At the heart of the project is the main space, where
[talian Grigio Carnico marble takes center stage.

This seamless marble plane, separated from the wall
surface, allows the unique surface textures behind it
to be seen. This gives a two-dimensional plane a sense
of volume and highlights the distinctive aesthetic
qualities of Grigio Carnico. Once a popular choice for
the interiors of financial institutions, this marble is now
extremely rare due to the closure of its quarry. The
project pays homage to this rarity while also giving it a
contemporary interpretation.




Koridor ve merdivenler, ana salonla diger mekanlar
arasinda bir gecis unsuru olmanin 6tesine gecerek
“rezonans kutulari”’na dénlslyor. Bu alanlarda
kullanilan mese adacit, mimariyi adeta organik bir
kabuga donustariyor. Paneller ve egimli tavanlarla
farkl hacimlere birinen bu gecis alanlari, Yupica’nin
temel malzemesi olan pirin¢le olusturdugu yerlestirme
calismasl ile daha da zenginlesiyor. Isik ve ses
sistemiyle entegre edilen bu sanat eseri, ziyaretciye
yalnizca gorsel dedil, isitsel ve dokunsal bir deneyim
de sunuyor.

Bu cok katmanli anlati, malzemelerin yalnizca estetik
nitelikleriyle degil, mekanda nasil bir atmosfer
varattiklariyla da ilgileniyor. Her ylizey, her malzeme
bir digerine temas ederken mekana hem fiziksel hem
de sembolik bir derinlik kazandiriyor. Projede dikkat
ceken bir diger unsur ise bosluk kavrami: Mekanin
icindeki “bosluklar” aslinda yapinin en gicli anlat
unsurlarindan biri olarak islev gériyor ve ziyaretciyi
icsel bir kesfe davet ediyor.

This multi-layered narrative is concerned not only with
the aesthetic qualities of the materials but also with
the atmosphere they create in the space. Each surface
and each material, as they come into contact with one
another, give the space both physical and symbolic
depth. Another striking element of the project is the
concept of space: the “voids” within the space actually
serve as one of the strongest narrative elements of
the structure, inviting visitors on an inner journey of
discovery.
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The corridors and staircases go beyond their role as
transitional elements between the main hall and other
spaces, transforming into “resonance boxes.” The oak
wood used in these areas transforms the architecture
into an organic shell. These transitional spaces, which
take on different volumes with panels and sloped
ceilings, are further enriched by Yupica’s installation
work using brass, the brand’s signature matetrial.
Integrated with a lighting and sound system, this work
of art offers visitors not only a visual experience but
also an auditory and tactile one.

Rice”, yalnizca bir ic mekan
dizenlemesi degil; malzeme, zaman ve insan arasinda
kurulan duyusal bir kdpri. Mermer, ahsap, boya

ve pirin¢ gibi unsurlar; yalnizca ylzey degil, hafiza

ve deneyim tasiyicisi olarak ele aliniyor. EDAA ve
Yupica'nin bu ortak calismasi, dogal tasin gecmisle
kurdugu gucla iliskiyi cagdas mimariyle harmanlarken,
malzemenin sessiz ama gucll anlatisini én plana
cikariyor.

“Marble, Wood, Paint. Rice” is not merely an interior
design; it is a sensory bridge between materials, time,
and people. Elements such as marble, wood, paint,
and rice are not merely surfaces but are treated as
carriers of memory and experience. EDAA and Yupica's
collaborative work harmoniously blends the strong
connection between natural stone and the past with
contemporary architecture, highlighting the material’s
quiet yet powerful narrative.
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
